Vehicles
must be completely self contained. You will be passing through town each day to get fuel
and the necessities you might need. You will be camping at a different spot each night.
The cost for the Rendezvous is $150.00 per vehicle up to 2 people and $50.00 each
additional person.

Junction and the Expo. Early registration fees for Rock Junction are $100.00 per driver
and $50.00 for each passenger. This includes all 3 days. Late registration starts May 16th.
Dry camping will be available from noon on Tuesday through noon on Sunday for a fee of
$100.00. You can sign up for camping on Eventbrite when you register for Rock Junction.
You must be self-contained. There is no electricity.There will be port-a-potties available.
There are a few truck stops for showering and a RV dump nearby. Don’t forget your
camping chairs, umbrellas, and appropriate clothing for any kind of weather.

After three days of trail rides, join us on Saturday for the Rocky Mountain
Off-Road Expo, an outdoor display of all types of off-highway vehicles and product
vendors. It is also a great place to buy, sell or trade your old 4x4 stuff...or buy new stuff!
This is a unique event that anyone can attend for free and is family friendly.There is also
a free swap meet to sell all the off-roading, 4-wheel drive items taking up space and
collecting dust you can bring.
